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Hayden started his presentation by asking the following questions: What is important for policy? The answer was the availability of good information, and awareness of the available options.
  
Next he mentioned some inconvenient truths about green house gas emissions
114 countries are members in climate change convention, 50 of which reported information that date back to 2000, other countries' existing reports to back to as old as 1994. The estimates are tier 1 and based on a rudimentary meteorological approach developed by IPPC.
In terms of the policy the convention has agreed upon in 1992, the first time agriculture was mentioned in this context was October last year. The International policy community have not talked addressed agriculture emissions on an international level. The principal policy is the carbon market which does not deal with agriculture problems to address on international policy level. To date, there are no mitigation policies for agriculture.
 
Policy measures of NZ were presented at the United nations meeting in New York,  and it was decided to get a group of countries large enough to make an impact. 28 countries formed an alliance in addition to observer countries. This voluntary alliance is meant to strengthen collaboration with focused outcomes, light weight, flexible bureaucracy, quick, and joining both policy and science.
 
The outcomes of the meetings held in 7-9 April 2010 included establishing 3 research groups one on livestock New Zealand and the Netherlands, croplands United States and paddy rice Japan.
 
3 coordinating countries should make sure to drive the initiative foreword. Each of the research groups will meet after six months, and the government side every 12 months.
